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SC C3 “System Environmental Performance”

Activity Report, March 2008
1. Highlights

· The two WG’s launched at the end of 2004 concluded their work, one TB has been already prepared and published, the other one is in the very final stage.
· Good progress of the three WG’s launched at the Paris 2006 plenary SC C3 meeting.
· Two new WG’s launched after 2007 plenary SC C3 meeting. Up to now, membership seems very satisfactorily, which could be seen as a proof of the well targeted topics chosen.
· Good success of the Technical Conference organized during the SC regular meeting of last October 2007 in Mossel Bay (SA).  A paper describing the conference topics and the presentations given has been prepared for Electra;  publication is expected by April 2008.
· For the SC C3 2008 Paris Session, 23 papers have been accepted, a quite significant improvement, with respect to the preceding 2006 Session, though not yet fully satisfactory. The SC is trying to organize an “invited lecture” to open the session, by some “authoritative” person from the “world” of energy and/or power systems. 

· Regular membership reached the target of 24; nine of them (Algeria, Argentina, Australia, Switzerland, Israel, Italy, Croatia, Norway and Romania) are new, as the result of membership renewal process, that will be completed after Paris 2008 Session.

· SC C3 needs to effectively coordinate its job with the “subsystem” and “system” SCs. The better results, up to now, are with SC B2 and C6. Improvements are necessary.
2. SC working bodies

One Working Group has been disbanded, after the last TC meeting, having completed its job; also the JTF CIGRE/CIRED C4.2.05, to which SC C3 contributed through one of its Members, has completed its job and should have been disbanded.
Two new Working Groups have been launched after Mossel Bay (SA) regular SC C3 meeting, in October 2007, namely:

· WG C3.08: Internalization of External costs for Power Lines 
· WG C3.09: Corridor management

3. SC Publication since last TC Meeting

No publications of SC C3 in 2007.  A Technical Brochure (with the Summary for Electra) prepared by WG C3.03 has been published in early 2008, while the publication of the TB prepared by WG C3.02 (in its final stage) is expected in autumn 2008.

A paper, describing the technical conference, jointly organized with South Africa CIGRE NC in October 2007, has been prepared for Electra; the publication is expected in late spring 2008.
4. SC Website

The website of SC C3 is continuously updated. The “webmaster” has been designated and her name is indicated in the site.

The site is organized according to the standards of CIGRE websites.

Main contents are:  Scope, Strategic Plan, Action Plan, annual Activity Reports, Members contacts, reports from WGs, documents of general interest and events (CIGRE and non CIGRE).

5. Strategic Plan and Action Plan
Strategic Plan has been reviewed and approved during the last regular SC meeting (October 2007, South Africa). The Action Plan is still to be issued.

6. SC C3 planned meetings 

SC C3 will have its next meeting in Paris, on Tuesday August 26th 2008, during the Plenary CIGRE Session.

The following regular meeting is scheduled for September 2009, in Oporto (POR). In connection with this meeting, a technical event (a Symposium or a Colloquium) will be organized, together with Portugal CIGRE NC and REN, with the title: “Renewable Energy Sources: Integration in the Power  System and Environmental Impact”.

7. Participation in Regional Meetings and Symposia

SC C3 members have presented two papers at the International Symposium on “Ultra High Voltage System” held in Beijing on July 2007.

8. Relations with other Organisations

Contacts with EURELECTRIC are maintained through the Secretary of the Committee. SC C3 members are regularly informed about position papers and reports on Environmental topics issued by EURELECTRIC as well on guidelines or Directives issued by the European Commission.

Activities of WBCSD (World Business Council for Sustainable Development), WEC (World Energy Council) and IEA (International Energy Agency) are also followed.
